CITY COUNCILôS MESSAGE: 

 
During the October 11 City Council meeting, EMS Consulting Services, of Hammonton, NJ, delivered a Power 
Point presentation, during which they explained their overall assessment of the services currently being offered 
by Sea Isleôs Volunteer Ambulance Corps. That report is being reviewed by City Council and the Cityôs 
Administration. City Council recognizes that our townôs Ambulance Corps has been very devoted to helping the 
local citizenry for many years; and if the City can assist the Corps and make it stronger, Council will support 
those efforts.  

Also on October 11, Ordinance 1595 received second reading and was adopted, amending the general 
ordinance entitled ñFlood Damage Prevention,ò which relates to the adoption of the Sea Isle City Watershed 
Management Plan developed in 2016. 

All of the Resolutions on the October 11 Consent Agenda were approved, includingé 

¶ Resolution 196, which authorized the award of a contract for utility reconstruction (specifically water 
and sanitary sewer replacement) on the following streets: 79th Street (Central to Roberts), Landis 
Avenue (72nd to 73rd, and 74th to 76th), 78th Street (Landis to Central, and Central to Roberts), 81st Street 
(Central to Bay End), 66th Street (Landis to Central), 68th Street (Landis to Central), 71st Street (Landis 
to Central), 73rd Street (Landis to Central) and 76th Street (Landis to Central). 

¶ Resolution 197, which recognized the City of Sea Isle City Employee Handbook, thus ensuring the 
Cityôs compliance with Atlantic County Municipal Joint Insurance Fund regulations.  

¶ Resolution 198, which certified that the governing body reviewed the 2015-2016 Best Practices 
Inventory.  As required annually by the New Jersey Division of Local Government Services, the City 
has filed its yearly Best Practices form with the State, and subsequently will receive 100% of the State 
Aid that is available to us. 

¶ Resolution 201, which recognizes and supports October as National Substance Abuse Prevention 
Month. 

¶ Resolution 202, which authorized the award of a contract for $90,047 for bulkhead and storm sewer 
outfall reconstruction at 4516 Park Road. 

¶ Resolution 203, which accepts the Deed of Access Easement for 4516 Park Road. 

¶ Resolution 204, which approved a grant application to accept funds administered by the State of New 
Jersey in the amount of $124,010 to carry out a project that will obtain funding for the Cityôs required 
10% local match for prior grants received through the FEMA Public Assistance Program for response 
and recovery efforts before, during and after Superstorm Sandy.  

Our next City Council meeting will take place on Tuesday, October 25, at 10:00 a.m. in Council Chambers.  
The public is also invited to a Capital Plan Workshop on Tuesday, October 25, at 1:00 p.m. in Council 
Chambers. We hope to see you then!

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MASTER PLAN RE-EXAMINATION UPDATE: 
 
On October 11, the Planning Board continued their Public Hearing on the Master Plan draft, which began on 
September 12.  The focus of the October 11 hearing was citizen comments made during the September 12 
meeting and also any additional comments from board members and citizens regarding any part of the current 
Master Plan draft. There were some changes recommended to the current draft on October 11; and within the 
next couple of weeks the City will update the draft on Sea Isleôs municipal website. After this update is 
completed, we encourage all citizens to review the updated draft of the Master Plan Re-examination.  If any 
citizen would like to make additional comments, they can do so during the Planning Boardôs regular meeting on 
Monday, November 14.  The current goal is to adopt the Master Plan Re-examination on December 12, 2016, 
after the Planning Board hears any additional citizen comments. The Planning Board will then forward the 
Master Plan Re-examination to City Council for their consideration.  

  
 

 
 

PROJECT UPDATES: 
 
 
Utility Reconstruction, 36th & 37th Streets 
 
On March 26, 2015 the council awarded a bid to Garden State General Construction in the amount of 
$431,353.40 for the utility reconstruction of 36th Street & 37th Street from Cini Street to Landis Avenue.  As of 
this date all work has been completed.  Due to the inclement weather over the winter the area did not have 
sufficient time to settle, therefore, the City will reconstruct the streets in fall of 2016. 
 
Utility Reconstruction, various streets 
 
On October 27, 2015, City Council awarded a bid to RTW Construction of Southampton, New Jersey in the 
amount of $744,713 for utility reconstruction at the following locations: 
 
47th Street from Landis Avenue to Promenade ï substantially completed. 
49th Street from Landis Avenue to Promenade-substantially completed. 
65th Street from Landis Avenue to Central Avenue-work has commenced again. 
65th Street from Landis Avenue to Pleasure Avenue ï substantially completed. 
69th Street from Landis Avenue to Central Avenue ï substantially completed. 
76th Street from Landis Avenue to Pleasure Avenue ï substantially completed. 
 
Work to install new sanitary main, sanitary laterals, new water main and water services on 47th, 49th, and 65th 
from Landis to Pleasure and 69th Street is completed.  The work has begun on 65th Street from Landis to 
Central. 
 
Roadway reconstruction program ï various streets 
 
On March 15, 2016, City Council awarded a bid to Ricky Slade Construction, Inc. of Bridgeton New Jersey in 
the amount of $299,437.50 for road reconstruction at the following locations: 
 
44th Street from Landis Avenue to the Promenade ïcompleted 
46th Street from Landis Avenue to the Promenade ïcompleted 
56th Street from Landis Avenue to the Promenade ïcompleted 
Roadway elevation on selected areas of 44th Street and Venicean Road ïcompleted 
Project is being closed out.  
 
 



Sea Isle Boulevard 
 
The Cape May County Board of Chosen Freeholders, at their May 13, 2014 meeting, awarded a $12.7 million 
contract to South State, Inc. for the Sea Isle Boulevard Improvement project that will raise the roadway by 
approximately 4.5 feet and otherwise reconstruct Sea Isle Boulevard.   
Traffic has been diverted to the south side of the boulevard; and the contractor has placed fill on the north side 
of the causeway to an average height of about 6.5 feet, which is 2 feet higher than the eventual height of the 
completed roadway.  The additional 2 feet, which will be removed prior to the next construction phase, is 
surcharge to compress the underlying layers of soil.  The goal is to obtain as much settlement as possible prior 
to paving on top of the new fill.  
The current plan is to start paving of the north side this coming fall.  
 
The entrance to the northbound parkway has been reconfigured in order to provide room for eastbound 
vehicles to travel around vehicles making a left turn onto the parkway entrance.     
 
Motorists are advised to be aware of the revised traffic patterns in the construction zone and the reduced 
speed limit.  
 
On September 13, at the City Council meeting, County Engineer Dale Foster led a presentation updating 
council and the public about the project and upcoming schedule of activities.  The Power Point presentation 
that was shown at the council meeting is available to view by clicking the link on the home page of the Cityôs 
Municipal website, www.seaislecitynj.us (under the ñCity Newsò tab).   
 
Streetscape Improvement on Landis Avenue 
 
On September 8, 2015, City Council awarded a bid to Think Pavers Hardscaping of Swedesboro, NJ in the 
amount of $796,648.33 for streetscape improvements on Landis Avenue from 43rd Street to 39th Street.  This 
project includes various aspects of beautification which includes new sidewalks, paver crosswalks, traffic 
striping, lighting, sod, stone mulching, various tree plantings & tree grates, benches and bike racks.  The block 
from JFK to 40th was previously completed as part of the JFK Gateway Project.  This project has been 
completed.

Outfall Repairs 
 
On October 11, 2016 City Council awarded a bid to Larsen Marine, of Ocean View, in the amount of $90,047 
for repairs to the Outfall located at 4516 Park Road.  Work will begin when all necessary permits have been 
received. 
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Bulkhead Construction 
 
On October 11, 2016 Council awarded a bid to Larsen Marine of Ocean View in the amount of $191,617.50 for 
bulkhead construction at 90th and 91st Streets.  Work has begun on 91st Street. 
 
Public Works Maintenance Garage ï 80th Street & Central 
 
On March 23, 2016, City Council awarded a bid to Archetto Construction of Vineland, NJ to replace the roof, 
siding and insulation at this location.  The large exhaust fan for the building has been installed.  Finishing 
touches are occurring on this project including punch list items.  Final completion is expected in the next few 
weeks.  The maintenance department continues to work out of this location.   
 
Venicean Road Check Valve 
 
On April 26, 2016 City Council awarded a bid to RTW Construction, Inc. of Southampton, NJ in the amount of 
$67,590.00 for the Venicean Road Check Valve Chamber Installation.  The work for this project is expected to 
start within the next month. 
 
Storm Sewer Improvements - Kneass Street 
 
On July 12, 2016, City Council awarded a bid to Garden State Construction of Clermont, NJ in the amount of 
$414,903.69 for the Storm Sewer Improvement, Kneass Street.  Work has begun on this project in the vicinity 
of 38th & 39th Streets.

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FIRE HYDRANT FLUSHING: 
 
During the months of October and November, Sea Isle City's Water Department will flush-out fire hydrants 
throughout town. Annual hydrant flushing is required by State law and ensures that hydrants and the water 
distribution systems are functioning properly to provide the proper drinking water quality (thus providing 
adequate water flow when needed). Residents can expect very little disruption in their water service - if any.  
However, low water pressure and possible water discoloration may occur.  In the event of discoloration, simply 
allow water to run from the tap for a short while until clear.

The ñWinterò Curbside Trash and Recycling Collection Schedule is currently in effect, with one 
collection each week on the following streets:

Brush = 4th Thursday of each month 

Donôt Forget: The City will not collect carpeting or other construction materials, propane tanks, tires or 
batteries. Sea Isle City is a Single Stream Recycling Community, which means residents can combine all of 
their recyclable materials (paper, cans, glass and plastics) in one curbside collection bin. Recycling is not just a 
good ideaéitôs the law in Sea Isle City. 

 
Sea Isle Cityôs Trash and Recycling Depot, located next to the Bridge on JFK Boulevard, is open seven 
days a week (7:15 a.m. - 2:45 p.m.). The Depot will be closed on holidays (except New Yearôs Day, Presidents 
Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day and Labor Day). The Depot will accept drop-offs of trash and recycling, 
however Bulk Trash is not accepted at that location. Free Refrigerator Magnets with a complete list of Sea 
Isle Cityôs year-round trash and recycling information are now available at the Public Works Building, 3905
